Entry fee:  $10 for first style of beer $5 for each additional style of 
beer. Checks should be made payable to wild mountain smokehouse & 
Brewery. No cash please.

Styles of beer:  beer must be an ale in one of the following styles: 
scotch ale (9a,b,c), german beers (15a,b,c,d), brown ale (10c, 11a.b.c), 
Belgian (16a,b,c,e,18a,b,c), or fall seasonal ale (23). Visit the brewer’s 
association website at www.bjcp.org for specific styles that 
correlate with the numbers listed above.

Two (2) bottles of 10-22 ozs. are required for judging. Bottles must be 
free of any identifying marks. Printed crown caps must be blacked out 
to insure anonymity. Competition label must be attached to each bottle. 
Failure to observe competition guidelines will result in 
disqualification.
